For the purpose of this Application for Preference Points, “DOMICILED” is defined as “that place where an individual
has a true, fixed, and permanent home and principal establishment, and to which whenever the person is absent, they have
the intention of returning. A person may have only one domicile principal home, whereas they can have several
residences.”
