. Candidates for SLEO positions must have sixty (60) credits from an accredited college
or university, or;

. Have thirty (30) college credits from an accredited college or university, and current
New Jersey Police Training Commission Certification at the appropriate SLEO level; or

* Have been honorably discharged from 2 or more years of active military service or is
currently serving with at least two (2) years since enlistment date and is in good
standing and currently enrolled in an accredited college or university; or

. Are over 35 years old and not aspiring to become full-time officers.

All interested applicants should visit the department’s website, www.washingtontwppolice.org and go to the
“Careers at WTPD” section. Applicants must ensure that all eligibility requirements are met and then download and
print the “Application Submission Checklist.” All candidates must submit a one page resume, proof of college re-
quirements and/or military documentation, a copy of their valid New Jersey Driver’s License and a copy of their Po-
lice Training Commission Certificate (if certified). A forty ($40.00) non-refundable entrance fee is required to cover
the cost of the testing process. The entrance fee must be paid in the form of a money order made out to the
“Township of Washington”.

Incomplete application packets will not be accepted. This testing process list will initiate at the expiration of the
current list, June 1, 2018, and will be valid thru June 1, 2019. All proofs and entrance fee must be submitted either
